I stopped taking photographs as the traffic conditions on the 401 prevented me from collecting any more data.
Please download all photos and display in a manner that shows the complete file name of each photo.  File name logic will become self evident.
All file names begin with vehicle odometer reading to clearly show:
· Chain of events in logical order as they happen; and
· That odometer reading is well below IMA warranty limit of 130000 km 
Below are highlighted ‘landmark’ photos out of the 37 photos that I do have available on file.

Joe, personal safety concerns precluded me from taking any more photos to prove my point that my IMA battery is dying.
Please amplify the following to Honda corporate:
Immediately following a recal, when the SOC shows “full”:
· And I apply only enough throttle to sustain three (3) bars of IMA assist…
· I ONLY HAVE 40 CUMULATIVE SECONDS OF IMA assist at 3 bars of assist…..
· Before the SOC goes to 2 bars showing and the IMA system re-enters recal.
 In plain language, I only have 40 seconds worth of 3 bars of IMA to play with to keep myself SAFE.
